	(b) Removals
The AESO is proposing to remove existing ISO OPP 807 BCTC Emergency Assistance Energy in its entirety.
1. ISO OPP 807 was initially established to create transparency for AESO system controllers with respect to the general principles set out in operating agreements.  In the AESO’s opinion, the procedures in ISO OPP 807 do not need to be reflected in ISO rules as the appropriate mechanisms for addressing emergency energy assistance are operating agreements if necessary, and through the Northwest Power Pool Reserve Sharing Program.

2. Proposed Alberta reliability standard EOP-001-AB-2 Emergency Operations Planning requires the AESO to establish operating agreements, if necessary, with adjacent balancing authorities for emergency assistance energy.  The AESO has completed consultation on EOP-001-AB-2 and intends to file with the Commission in February 2012. EOP-001-AB-2 is proposed to come into effect January 1, 2014.
3. A draft Information Document # 2012-002RS Emergency Assistance Energy with Adjacent Balancing Authorities (“ID 2012-002RS”)has been created to retain transparency with respect to the general procedures for requesting and providing emergency assistance energy. As well, the AESO proposes that those general principles be represented in the AESO’s internal System Controller Procedure Manual.
